As one of the most trusted 

standardized English tests in Taiwan, BESTEP provides reliable insights into students' English 

proficiency. Score descriptions for listening, reading, speaking, and writing tests are available 

on its official website. 

The LTTC has conducted extensive research on BESTEP, as have independent researchers 

from leading academic institutions worldwide. These studies have investigated the 

relationships between BESTEP and external criteria including the CEFR, other CEFR-aligned 

examinations, and real-life language use, providing further validity evidence for BESTEP. For 

more information, please refer to LTTC Cooperative Research Reports.
